Transformed Living Course
Keeping Unity - Using your Gifts 
Ephesians 4 vs 1-16
Watch Video based on Ephesians 4:2-6 
Last term we studied Ephesians chapters 1-3 in the Transformed Life Course. At the heart of it we looked at What God has done for us in Christ. 
By responding positively to what Chris has done for us, we can increasingly know and experience:  
· who we are in him – Identity 
· where we fit in – Belonging 
· what we are living for – Purpose 
This term we will be looking at Ephesians chapters 4-6 and in the light of our new identity, belonging and purpose in life, we will look at how we can mature in Christ – be mature in all we can be and all we can do. These chapters are very practical - Ch 4 will look at Unity, Ch 5 will look at Wholesome Living & Ch 6 will look at the Armour of God.  
The pivotal verse is: Live a life worthy of your calling you have received. Eph 4: 1
What does that look like and what needs to happen in the way we go forward in our Christian life?
Today we are going to be studying unity and the gifts and skills you have. 
Opening Question 
Beginning with Unity: How do you think that unity is different from Uniformity?
Ephesians 4:2-6 
1. Why is unity important and central to the Christian life? See also Ephesians 1:10 
2. What does unity demonstrate about God and secondly the church? See also John 17:21-23 
3. How can we play our part in keeping the unity the Spirit has given, (a) in attitude and (b) in behaviour? Vs 2and 3. How could we turn up the volume on unity between us? 
4. List each item from the passage preceded by the word ‘one’. What is Paul seeking to counter as he states the importance of each ‘one’? (For example: one body emphasises different parts functioning as one augmented whole, so avoiding falsely elevating the importance that one part plays over another.)
Pray – Ask Father God to bring to our attention any adjustments we need to make personally in our attitude or behaviour. In twos and threes share and pray for each other.
	

	Read Ephesians 7-16
The premise is:  God always has an open invitation to those who follow him to use and grow in their gifts and skills and where appropriate upskill in them
5. What do we learn about the purpose of the gifts mentioned in vs 11- 13 
6. Where and what are the other gifts mentioned in the Bible, recognising the lists are not exhaustive?  
7. A. Share with your group the gifts and skills that God has primarily given you. 
B. Share with your group what gifts and skills you are currently using and those you would like to use should the opportunity arise 
C. Individually: Reflect on the ways you can grow and develop your gift and skills. Is there a next step you need to take in order to fulfil your God-given purpose?   What intentional action can you take in response to this? 
Pray – For one another to grow in their respective gifts and for greater fruitfulness and opportunities. 
All together as one big group 
If someone asks how they can discover and use the spiritual gifts God has given them, what would your advice be?
